Festival hours are Friday from 4 to 10 p.m. and Saturday from 3 to 9 p.m. Friday 
night ticket sales end at 8:30 p.m., and alcohol sampling and sales end at 9:30 
p.m. Saturday ticket sales end at 7:30 p.m., and alcohol sampling and sales end 
at 8:30 p.m.  A portion of the proceeds benefits The Naperville Area Humane 
Society. 

 
Wine Discount Center will offer a 10% festival discount on all of the wines 
ordered at the Wine Discount Center on-site booth. Wine orders can be picked 
up at any of WDC’s Chicago area locations. 
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Adult Wine Tasting Tickets are $25 in advance and $35 at the gate. Advance tickets can be 
purchased through September 16th. This ticket price includes a souvenir wine glass, 10 
tastings, a Festival Program, access to food and wine demonstrations and musical 
entertainment.  
 
Additional tasting coupons may be purchased at the festival. Designated Driver Tickets are 
$10 in advance or at the door. This tickets includes two non- alcoholic drinks, a Festival 
Program, Food and Wine seminars, cooking demonstrations, musical entertainment and a 
souvenir wine glass upon departure. Attendees under 21 are admitted for free when 
accompanied by a paid adult. 
 
For groups of 15 or more, tasting tickets are discounted to $22.50. To purchase group 
tickets, order 15 or more tickets online or call 877-772-5425.
